	Activity 1: go through the reading material together and pick up simple past tense and past progressive tense

Transition to #2: When you are looking for the sentences in past tense, you may find that there are a lot of verbs are not in a regular past tense. You must pay attention to them and keep them in mind. 
	Pre-Stage:

“Late time, we talked a little bit about the simple past tense and past progressive. Do you still remember their basic structures? Can anybody tell me?”

Write down the basic structures on the blackboard.

S + Verb (past tense)

S + was/were + doing

During Stage:

Go through the whole passage. 

1) Write down the number of each paragraph.

2) Work in groups. Group one should take charge of 1-4 paragraphs, group two should take charge of 5-6 paragraphs, and group three should take charge of 7-8 paragraphs. 

3) Compare with group members and try to find all of the sentences in simple past tense and in past progressive tense in the paragraphs you are in charge of.

I will give you five minutes to do it.
4) Report the outcome to the whole class. 

Post-Stage:

Summarize the structures of these two tenses (go a little deeper—when it is “be” in the past tense, it should be “was”/”were”; when it is other verbs in past tense, we should pay attention to the irregular verbs.) and lead students to think of their usage.

students are familiar with the structures of these two tenses and have a basic understanding of their usage.

	Activity 2: irregular past tense

Transition to #3: So now you are familiar with the structures of simple past tense and past progressive tense. Also, you have known some irregular verb past tense. Let’s see how should we use them.

	Pre-Stage:

“As we mentioned above, the verb’s regular past tense form should be V+ed. Can you give me some examples?”

“Besides these verbs, there are also some irregular verbs you need to pay attention to.”

During Stage:

Give each group a bunch of verbs and ask them to work together to pick up the ones in irregular past tense form.

I will give you five minutes.
2) Report these verbs to the whole class.

Post-Stage:

Pay attention to these irregular changes, especially in your writing. 

Handouts of irregular verbs will be given afterwards

Raise students’ awareness of the irregular forms of verb’s past tense.

	Activity 3: explain simple past and past progressive tense
Transition to #4:Now you are clear about these two tenses, right? They are very practical when you describe something happening in the past. Let’s try to use them in our conversation.

	Pre-Stage: 

Use the timeline to have a quick review of simple present and present progressive.

During Stage:

explain simple past--it is used to describe actions that were completed at a specific time in the past or recurring actions in the past.

E.g., He went to the U.S.A. last year.

        I walked to school every day last summer.

Pay attention to the key word--last year, last summer...

Explain past progressive--it is used to describe an action that was ongoing at a specific time.

E.g., I was cooking yesterday afternoon.

        He was reading in the library.

the differences between these two tenses--simple past describes a completed action, past progressive describes an ongoing action. Sometimes they can appear in the same sentence.

E.g., He was watching TV when I called him.

        Jenny was shopping when he came in.

When vs. While--when is usually followed by the simple form of the verb; while is usually followed by a progressive form of the verb.

Do exercise 1 on page 19 (student book), share answers with each other.

Post-Stage: 

Emphasize the usage of simple past and past progressive

	Activity 4:

During Stage:

Ask students to work in pairs and say two things to their partners. One is the happiest thing happening in last week, and the other one is the saddest thing happening in last week. Use these two tenses if they can

Give them a model: The happiest thing--I met my high school classmates when I was shopping.

The saddest thing--I heard my favorite Chinese restaurant was shut down.

Choose volunteers to retell their partners’ past experience. 

Correct their mistakes. 

Post-Stage: check whether they have any questions.
