Reflection Paper #2

This Chapter focuses on the sequence of tasks. Even though there might be several tasks in one lesson, and each of them has its own expected outcomes,  it  does not necessarily mean we just need to throw them in the classroom and students can take out something useful automatically. Combination of different tasks may maximize the learning outcome if separate tasks can be organized in a reasonable and practical way. 

Two issues in devising sequence of tasks interest me. The first one is that different tasks should be built on each other and work together to lead to an ultimate goal. Scaffolding should be taken into consideration in this process. As the activity in 2.3.2 displays, at the very beginning, the teacher should check that learners have acquired enough vocabulary to finish the tasks. Based on this prerequisite, students are engaged into a series of following tasks. These tasks were connected coherently to lead to the remembering and correction part at last. 

The other issue is that it is not necessary that all tasks in one class focus on a single base--meaning or form. Even though the whole class is meaning-oriented, it is still possible that some tasks focus on the form to raise students’ consciousness on specific forms, and vice versa.

These are the two things in my mind when reading teaching samples in this chapter.
