This chapter is quite interesting and practical.Different tasks based on written and spoken texts are introduced. What I noticed here is only a idea of a task is not enough. How to manage it in an effective way is much more worth to consider. 

First of all, scaffolding is always a necessity. Like the first step in the prediction task, plenty of clues must be provided to get students prepared, as well as making it possible for them to construct their stories based on existing information. Also, necessary vocabularies and expressions should be introduced in the pre-task session. The strategy used in the factual gap filling task, which is giving students a outline of a text by asking them related questions, is also a wise choice to warm up students.

Secondly, teachers can make the best of the tasks to serve for their goals. It means even though the basic idea of the task is there, teachers can still adjust some parts of it to lead it to form-focused or forms-focused task. As at the end of the prediction task, the teacher can switch students attention to some specific expressions in the text.
